CONDITIONS OF PLAY

•	 Sections made up of 3 players with 1 player marking per game
•	 A tie remains a tie (1/2 a win) 
•	 Section winners decided on wins plus margins
•	 Finals will be played in knock out format (8 ends)
•	 If count back required will be determined on ends won.
•	 Random draw done for quarter finals 

•	 If a jack in motion passes completely outside the boundaries of the rink or rebounds 
too short, then the jack shall be placed on the 2-metre mark. 

•	 No trial end for finals
•	 Limited to first 24 paid entries
•	 Names of coaches to be supplied to the controlling body before the start of play
•	 Winner game 1, marks game 2
•	 Loser game 1, marks game 3
